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OVERVIEW
Use Pattern Generator to create test patterns in HD or SD. Assign images, animations and audio files 
to your test patterns. Image files and animation sequences must be in Targa format. Audio clips must 
be in .wav format. Preview the files you are assigning to a test pattern, then generate the pattern using 
the Go button. 

Generated patterns (.ptn files) are written to a directory that you specify. Next, copy the .ptn files to a 
Secure Digital (SD) Memory Card. The test patterns on the SD Memory Card can then be inserted into 
the Avenue 7400, the Avenue 9400 or the BrightEye 57. 

INSTALLING PATTERN GENERATOR

To Install Pattern Generator
Insert the Pattern Generator CD into the CD-ROM drive of a PC.1.	

Double-click the 2.	 Pattern Generator setup icon (setup.exe) to run the installer. The PatternGen 
InstallShield Wizard launches. 

Click 3.	 Next. The current settings for the installation display, showing the setup type, the destination 
folder and user information. 

Click 4.	 Install. The PatternGen installer begins the installation process. 

After the 5.	 Install Shield Wizard Completed Window displays, click Finish to exit the Install Shield 
Wizard.

LAUNCHING PATTERN GENERATOR
Double-click the PatternGen.exe icon. The default location for this file is C:\Program Files\PatternGen. 
The Pattern Generator Window displays. 
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ASSETS
Navigate to the folders that contain the files you want to use for your test pattern. 

Double-click the folder to open it. The filenames of the files it contains display in the panel 
immediately to the right of the assets navigation panel. 

SELECT FORMAT
From the Format drop-down menu, select the format you want to use -- HD or SD. If you select HD, 
select one of the following choices from the HD standard drop-down menu:

If you select SD, select one of the following choices from the SD standard drop-down menu: 

NTSC•	
PAL•	
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Preview Image
Preview files by selecting the filename(s) from the list. Note that the Assign files as button is dynamic 
— it reflects the type of file you have selected. When a .wav file is selected, the Assign files as button 
is labeled Assign files as Audio. When a .tga file is selected, the button is labeled Assign files as 
Image. When multiple .tga files are selected, the button is labeled Assign files as Animation. 

Images display in the Preview Image panel. Preview audio files by clicking the play button. 

If you have selected an image whose dimensions are incompatible with the format you selected, a 
message in red type displays in the Pattern Generator window indicating the correct dimensions you 
should use. 

Use the Assign files as button to assign files to the test pattern you want to create. The assigned files 
display in the Assets in Pattern area immediately below the Preview Image panel. To change which 
files are assigned to the test pattern, use the Clr buttons next to the Image and Audio fields, then re-
assign files to the pattern using the Assign files as button. 
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GENERATE PATTERN
After you have finished assigning files, you are ready to generate the test pattern. 

In the 1.	 Generate Pattern panel in the lower part of the Pattern Generator window, enter a 
pattern name in the Pattern Name field. 

Enter a file name in the 2.	 File Name field.  
 
Note that you can instruct Pattern Generator to automatically name files by clicking the Auto 
Name checkbox. 

File names are limited to eight characters. If you enter more than eight characters in the 3.	 File Name 
field, you will see an error message. 

Verify the directory you want to use for saving the test pattern using the 4.	 Directory field and the 
Change Directory button as needed. 

Click 5.	 Go. You will see a brief message indicating that the test pattern is being processed. 

SECURE DIGITAL MEMORY CARD
Secure Digital (SD) Memory Cards must be formatted for FAT32 file structure. Generated patterns (.ptn 
files) are written to a directory that you specify in the Directory field shown above. 

Manually copy the .ptn files to an SD Memory Card. 1.	

Insert the SD Memory Card into the Avenue 7400, the Avenue 9400 or the BrightEye 57. 2.
